1. Reference:

a. AR 600-20, Army Command Policy, 13 May 2002.

2. The opportunity for soldiers to succeed regardless of race, gender, religion or national origin is a fundamental principle of the American Army.  A great military unit is a team composed of many individuals with different ethnic backgrounds and customs who can work together toward common goals.  Such a team can only be effective if everyone shares the same focus.  Dignity, fairness, and respect for each other and ourselves should be our standards for a working environment.  I will not tolerate incidents of prejudice, harassment or discrimination.  I challenge the chain of command and each soldier to join me and work toward achieving this goal. 

3. The purpose of the Equal Opportunity (EO) program is to formulate, direct and sustain a comprehensive effort to maximize human potential and to ensure fair treatment for all persons based solely on merit, fitness, and capability.

4. Commanders are responsible for sustaining a positive EO climate within their units. They must create and sustain effective units by eliminating discriminatory behaviors or practices that undermine teamwork, mutual respect, loyalty and shared sacrifice of the men and women of this Battalion.
