SUBJECT: Command Policy #5-12: Withholding of UCMJ Authority

1.  The Commander, 19th Theater Support Command, is the General Court-Martial Convening  

Authority for Area III and IV, and has withheld to my level cases of any soldier in the ranks of E1 through E4 alleged to have committed any of the following misconduct:

a. Off post offenses, including curfew violations;

b. Sexual assaults, sexual harassment, and fraternization;

c. All drug offenses and all offenses committed under the influence of alcohol;

d. Spousal abuse;

e. Incidents involving weapons, as defined in USFK Regulation 27-5, dated 1 June 1998.

AWOLs in excess of (5) days;

g.
Assaults;

h.
Ration control violations in excess of $250.00 or any incident involving black marketing;

i.
Any offense involving disrespect or insubordination to a Noncommissioned Officer or Officer;

j.
Fraud of Basic Allowance for Housing / Travel Fraud.

2.   The Commanding General, 19th TSC, has withheld to the Commander of the 6th Cavalry Brigade, the following:

a. All cases of alleged misconduct involving any of the categories of misconduct in paragraph 1(a-j), above, where the subject is a Sergeant (E5 – E7).  

b.   Jurisdiction in any case of alleged misconduct where the subject is a Sergeant First Class serving in a First Sergeant’s billet.  

3.   The Commanding General, 19th TSC, has withheld to herself jurisdiction in all cases of alleged misconduct involving Commissioned Officers, Warrant Officers, Sergeants Major, First Sergeants, and Master Sergeants. 

4.   Any information involving alleged misconduct of personnel/acts falling within any of the categories described in paragraphs 1-4 above will be immediately forwarded to myself for disposition or further forwarding.  

5.  Commanders will take no action in any cases falling within any of the above categories without first consulting me.  On a case-by-case basis, I will consider releasing jurisdiction or forwarding a request for release of jurisdiction to the appropriate level.
