SUBJECT: Command Policy #7-12, Alcohol in the Barracks

1. REFERENCE:  United States Forces Korea Regulation 27-5, Individual Conduct and Appearance, 1 June 1998.

2. The following policy is effective immediately.  Each individual will be allowed to keep two units of alcohol in his or her room.  A unit is defined as:




One unit = one six-pack of beer




One unit = one bottle of wine




One unit = one bottle of liquor

3.  Soldiers that have more than two units of alcohol will be in violation of this policy and will face appropriate disciplinary action.

4. Empty bottles of alcohol will not be used as decoration.

5. Units desiring to serve alcohol at unit functions must obtain my written approval prior to the event.

6. Alcohol will not be consumed by Soldiers or guests under 20 years of age.  Soldiers age 20 and over that provide alcohol to underage Soldiers or allow them to consume alcoholic beverages will be held responsible and will be considered for punishment under the Uniform Code of Military Justice for administrative disciplinary measures as appropriate.
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
