SUBJECT:  Command Policy #10-12, Visitation Policy for Barracks

1. REFERENCES:
a. Eighth United States Army Policy Letter #9, Living Standards for Soldiers in Barracks, 8 August 2001

b. 6th Cavalry Brigade Policy Letter #17-3, Barracks Visitation Policy, 7 July 2000

c. 1-43 ADA Command Policy #10, Visitation Policy for Barracks, 18 June 2004

2. PURPOSE:  To provide for the safety of all 1-43 ADA soldiers and their property and for establishing standards and prescribing policy for the conduct of barracks visitation.

3. APPLICABILITY:  This policy applies to all units and personnel, in the grade of PVT through SSG, assigned or attached to 1-43 ADA and all personnel who visit barracks under the control of 1-43 ADA.  This policy is punitive in nature and violators may be subject to action under Article 92, Uniform Code of Military Justice.  This policy does not extend to Officers and senior NCOs, SFC and above, living in individual BOQ or BEQ rooms when in their assigned rooms.
4. DEFINITIONS:

a. Barracks: Military housing designed primarily for enlisted soldiers, to include KATUSAs, in the grades of PVT through SSG.

b. Resident: A military service member assigned to a room within a barracks.

c.  Resident Visitor: A military service member residing in the same barracks, but not in the same room to which invited.

d. Non-resident Visitor: A military service member not residing in the barracks to which invited.

e. Guest: A non-military person, including civilians and family members, invited to visit a resident in a barracks.

5. STANDARDS:

a. Commanders are responsible for accomplishing the mission and for taking care of their Soldiers.  This requires maintenance of discipline, good order, and morale in the barracks.

b. Commanders are responsible for providing Soldiers with a safe, secure living environment, with an appropriate degree of privacy that not only enhances Soldier morale, but also contributes to effectively preserving unit integrity.

c. Commanders will extend chain-of-command presence into the barracks to enforce this visitation policy and to further ensure a healthy, safe, and secure living environment.  

1) Each floor will have a floor NCO appointed on orders by the Commander, who is responsible for all of the soldiers occupying that floor.  Normally, this should be the senior NCO on each floor.  The name of the NCO will be posted at each end of the floor.  Floor NCOs are responsible for knowing and enforcing the policies and regulations in the barracks and monitoring the activities of the Soldiers residing in them.    

2) Every barracks (or group of barracks buildings) will have a Charge of Quarters (CQ) or will be supervised by the Staff Duty NCO.

d. Commanders will fully employ the Better Opportunities for Unaccompanied and Single Soldiers (BOSS) Council as a means to effectively communicate the needs of barracks residents to the commander.

6.  POLICY:

a. Resident visitors may enter another resident’s room only if invited by a resident of the room.  

b. Commanders will establish, as appropriate, detailed procedures for the control of non- resident visitors through a combination of defined visiting hours and designated visitation areas (e.g. dayroom).

c. Guests will not visit residents in their rooms unless approved by the commander. Minors under the age of 18 will visit only in the company of their SOFA sponsor.  

Commanders will establish procedures for guest sign-in and visitation in common areas (e.g. dayroom).

d. Engaging in sexual intercourse in barracks areas covered by this policy letter, including conjugal visitation, is specifically prohibited.

e. Visitation hours:

1) Duty days before duty days: 1700-2400.

2) Duty days before non-duty days: 1700-0200.

3) Non-duty days before non-duty days: 1000-0200.

4) Non-duty days before duty days: 1000-2400.

f. Commanders will establish a sign-in roster in a ledger as a method of accounting for all guests and nonresident visitors in the barracks.  As a minimum, accountability will include the name of the person being visited as well as the name, rank, and address of the nonresident visitor or guest.

g.  Leader involvement in the barracks is critical to providing a safe and secure environment.  Commanders will establish regularly scheduled and documented security checks to ensure the safety and well being of residents, guests and visitors.  Commanders will establish a strict means of key control to maintain security for all barracks entrances, individual rooms and storage areas.  Soldiers will ensure their rooms are properly secured prior to retiring for the evening as well as when they leave their rooms.  Residents are responsible for the behavior of their visitors or guests and will ensure they comply with their unit’s established visiting hours and visitation policies.  Residents and their visitors will be considerate of roommates.  They will not engage in behavior that infringes on the rights of roommates and other residents, that embarrasses or violates the dignity or privacy of other residents, or restricts roommates from use of the room.  When one occupant of a room is a non-smoker, the entire room is designated as a non-smoking area.  Residents will be considerate to other residents of the barracks.  Music that is profane in nature or degrading to anyone will be not be played at a volume that can be heard outside of that residents room.  Music of any nature will not be played at a volume which is excessive, i.e., can be heard more than five feet on either side of the closed door.

h. Quiet Hours-2100 hours to 0600 hours daily during duty days and 2200 hours to 0800 hours during non-duty days.  Commanders will personally brief newly assigned personnel on the barracks visitation policy and provide them with a written copy.  Commanders will post the barracks visitation policy on unit and barracks bulletin boards.  NCOs are not authorized to visit soldiers (E1-4) in their respective barracks rooms unless they are in the performance of their assigned duties (i.e., emergency notification, alert, CQ, SDNCO, room inspection, etc).

i. Soldiers in the grades (E1 - E4) are not authorized to visit NCOs in their respective barracks rooms unless they are in the performance of their assigned duties, i.e. emergency notification or alert.  Clothing worn by Soldiers in and around the barracks must comply with the 6th Cavalry Brigade Standard for civilian attire when the Soldier is not in the privacy of his or her own room.
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
