SUBJECT:  Command Policy  #21-12, Reporting of PATRIOT System Out/In Spots to Battalion Commander and 6th Cavalry Brigade Commander

1.  PURPOSE:  To clarify notification/reporting requirements of PATRIOT system out/in-spots to the Battalion Commander as well as to the 6th Cavalry Brigade Commander.  This policy letter does not change PATRIOT Out/In Spot reporting procedures to the ICC, Battalion Readiness Center (BRC), 6th Cavalry Brigade BOC, or CC Seoul.  Those procedures will continue to be reported as currently detailed in unit SOPs.

2.  PROCEDURES:  The Battalion Commander will be notified by the Battalion BRC and the Brigade commander will be notified by the 6th CAV BOC of PATRIOT system out/in-spots, particularly when the following apply:

a. When both fire units at an Air Base are non-operational, the BRC will provide status updates every two hours.

b. When one of the fire units returns to an operational status after the above situation and assumes AS.

3.  It is not necessary to contact the Battalion Commander and 6th Cavalry Brigade Commander on PATRIOT system outage, except as noted above.
