MEMORANDUM FOR SEE DISTRIBUTION

SUBJECT: Command Policy #22-12, Solicitation In Living Areas Belonging to 1st Battalion, 43rd Air Defense Artillery (PATRIOT)

1.  PURPOSE:  To establish procedures for soldiers of 1st Battalion, 43rd Air Defense Artillery to obtain information from reputable and approved insurance agents while stationed here in the Republic of Korea.

2.  REFERENCE:  USFK Memorandum, ATTN: FKJ1-PP, SUBJECT:  Insurance Agents for Solicitation, 17 September 1997 with one enclosure (see enclosure #1 to this policy letter).

3.  GENERAL:  The above reference provides the names and companies that are authorized by USFK to solicit business from our soldiers here in Korea.  These are the only authorized agents.  Insurance representatives from any of these companies must follow these guidelines to be allowed access to the soldiers assigned to this battalion:

(1) Schedule an office call with either the Battalion CSM or the undersigned prior to conducting business with any soldier of this battalion on Suwon Air Base.  A list of the agents that have complied with this guideline are shown at enclosure #2 to this policy letter.

(2) Provide a copy of your authorization from USFK to sell insurance to USFK personnel.

(3) Abide by the procedures identified below for contacting and or conducting business with soldiers of this battalion.

(4) Failure to follow these simple procedures will result in termination of your authorization to solicit on Suwon Air Base.

4.  PROCEDURES:  Soldiers and Insurance agents authorized to solicit sales from soldiers of this battalion on Suwon Air Base must abide by the following procedures to ensure the privacy and comfort of all soldiers within the Battalion.

a. With the consent of the soldier, Insurance agents may meet with any soldier of this battalion at any of the following locations:

1. Any location outside Suwon Air Base

2. Suwon Air Base Community Activities Center

3. Suwon Air Base AAFES Snack Bar

4. Suwon Air Base Library

b. Insurance agents may place phone calls to the soldiers at their individual rooms to arrange meetings.

c.  Insurance agents are not authorized to visit the soldiers living areas to include their barracks rooms and recreation rooms in the barracks.  Insurance agents or any other salesman are not allowed in the barracks.

d. Insurance agents are not authorized to visit with soldiers at their place of work.
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
