1. REFERENCE:  

a. AR 190-11 (Physical Security of Arms, Ammunition & Explosives Key Control), 12 February 1998.

b. AR 190-51 (Security of Unclassified Army Property (Sensitive and Non-sensitive), 30 September 1993.

2. Keys to military locks, buildings, facilities will not be duplicated or in the possession of a Soldier unless specifically approved by the chain of command and signed for by the individual possessing the key on a key control register (DA Form 5513-R) or hand receipt.

3.  Soldiers are not authorized to use or possess military locks to secure personal belongings unless authorized by the chain of command and signed for by the Soldier on a hand receipt issued by the unit supply.

4.  Soldiers found in violation of this policy letter are subject to administrative action or disciplinary action under the uniform code of military justice.
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
