SUBJECT: 1-43 ADA Battalion Command Policy Letter #29-12, Substance Abuse Prevention and Deterrence

1.   Purpose. To define the Army Substance Abuse Program as a command program with emphasis on force protection and personal responsibility for behavior. Alcohol and drug abuse and resulting misconduct undermines good order and discipline and reduces overall readiness.

2.   Background. Rehabilitation of soldiers who abuse alcohol, and to a limited extent drugs, is a proven and cost effective way of restoring and retaining soldiers with substance abuse           problems who have demonstrated a potential for career military service.

3.  Discussion.

a. All units will develop policies and implement programs, which provide our soldiers the best possible services to minimize risks of substance abuse.  Minimize standards of performance for ASAP programs at every level of command are set out in EUSA 1-201.  Higher headquarters IAW local Command Inspection Program guidelines will inspect all programs at least once yearly.

b. 10% of a unit’s strength will be drug tested monthly. 

c. 100% of a unit’s strength each year will be drug tested at least three times annually.

d.  Either prior to or within the first quarter of command or being appointed a First Sergent, all unit commanders and First Sergeants will attend the 8th Army’s Unit Commanders Course.
