SUBJECT:  6th Cavalry Brigade Policy Memorandum #17-28, Aided or Unaided Single Ship Night Operations. 

1.  Reference. Para. 7-3, Eighth United States Army Reg 95-1, dated 10 October 2003, subject: General Aviation Provisions, Flight Procedures and Training Guidance

2.  My Policy is  6th Cavalry Brigade aviators will not  operate  single  ship at night aided  or unaided except under the  following conditions :
(a) Flight operations on published routes IAW DOD FLIP VFR Arrival/Departure Routes in Korea  (EUSA Preferred VFR Helicopter Routes).

(b) Flight operations in control zones with an operational tower, or in and around tactical assembly areas with operational control via radio communications.

(c) Flight operations in the Desiderio Army Airfield Local Flying Area and Helicopter Training Area Saber as defined in the Desiderio Army SOP are authorized for aviators assigned to 3-6 Cav.

(d) Flight operations in the Camp Page Terrain Flight Training Area are authorized for aviators assigned to 1-6 Cav.

(e) Instrument training flights under positive ATC control.

3.  Exceptions to the above policy will be made on a case-by case basis and will be approved by the Brigade Commander.
